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16th Annual Human Race Raises $140,000 For Local Nonprofits 

Greensboro, NC, – On the first day of spring, an estimated 6,500 people gathered at Grimsley High School to participate in the 2010 Human Race, an annual charity walk and 5K running event that is managed and promoted by The Volunteer Center of Greensboro. 

Twelve-year-old Blair Ramsey took first over 256 registered runners in the 5K run, while walkers enjoyed face painting, live music, massages, and free food. Both runner and walker turnout increased by nearly 40 percent when compared to the 2009 Human Race.

“It was great to see such a high turnout,” said Volunteer Center Program Director, Aaron Hunt. “This event gives nonprofits an opportunity to bring their staff, volunteers, supporters, and clients together in a fun and celebratory atmosphere.”

As of Race Day, over 100 nonprofits raised approximately $140,000 through The Human Race. Ed Reams was the top individual fundraiser, raising $3,420 in support of Bell House, Inc.

In addition to nonprofit coordinated fundraising campaigns, 24 businesses and other organizations contributed to the total raised. They formed Walking Teams to support the charity of their choice. Bank of America won the Corporate Challenge award with an average of $130 collected per team member.

“The wonderfully unique thing about The Human Race, as opposed to other charity walks, is that you can choose who you want to support, thus making it a race for your cause,” said Hollie Rose, the executive director of The Volunteer Center. 

Many other local businesses and organizations helped make the event possible through monetary and in-kind donations. Bank of America was the Marathon Sponsor for the sixth year in a row.

Even though Race Day has passed, the deadline to turn in funds has not. The Volunteer Center will continue to process and deposit donations as long as they are submitted.
