The Volunteer Center of Greensboro Announces Service Learning Camp for Local Youth

Greensboro, NC-- According to a 2004 study by The Corporation of National Community Service, 55 percent of youth, ages 12-18, engage in community service. However, only 38 percent of those teens volunteer on a consistent basis. In order to ensure youth volunteer retention, social institutions must do more than simply advocate for volunteerism and community engagement.

For almost a decade, The Volunteer Center of Greensboro has increased civic participation among youth in Guilford County through its Service Learning Impacting Citizenship Camp (SLICC). 

SLICC empowers rising middle and high school students to connect community service to other forms of civic engagement by combining learning activities with volunteerism and reflection. After participating in SLICC, youth understand the importance of active citizenship and have the knowledge and skills necessary to effectively serve their community.

Campers spend part of each day learning from experts in the field and engaging in critical thinking activities and reflection exercises. The rest of the day is spent putting what they’ve learned into action through service learning projects at a local nonprofit. 

High School students participating in SLICC may attend up to four, one-week camps. Each camp addresses an issue that affects our community and is headquartered at a nonprofit organization working to combat that issue. Middle School students attend a two-week camp focusing on disaster preparedness and the value of cultural arts.

Middle School students who enroll in SLICC are eligible to earn a $500 education award after completing 100 hours of community service by the end of the summer.
